Waste collection is every second week, as indicated on the schedule on the left. Blue bags, green
carts, and garbage bags are all picked up on the same day. Materials should be at the curb by 8
am on collection day. Waste collection occurs on all holidays with the exception of Christmas Day
and New Year's Day. Residents normally collected on Monday, January 1, 2024 will receive
collection on Tuesday, January 2, 2024 and residents normally collected on Wednesday, December
25, 2024 will receive collection on Thursday, December 26, 2024.

All special clean-ups occur on the same day as regular collection.

Iltems such as needles, syringes or lancets must be
placed in a safe sharps container and taken back to
your nearest pharmacy.

These items are dangerous and must never be put out
with any of your waste collection items at any time.

Divert Nova Scotia has a used tire program
available. Used tires 24.5 inches or less in diameter
and registered for road use can be taken back to a
participating tire retailer. All tires must be clean and
off the rim.

ATV tires, heavy equipment tires and tires over 24.5
inches in diameter are not accepted.
