Waste collection is every second week, as indicated on the schedule on the left. Blue bags, green
carts, and garbage bags are all picked up on the same day. Materials should be at the curb by 8
am on collection day. Waste collection occurs on all holidays with the exception of Christmas Day
and New Year’s Day. Residents normally collected on Wednesday, January 1, 2025 will receive
collection on Thursday, January 2, 2025 and residents normally collected on Thursday, December 25,
2025 will receive collection on Friday, December 26, 2025.

All special clean-ups occur on the same day as regular collection.
